The 2010 budget-to-actuals report was distributed for review.  On a motion by Mike Langknechdt and second by Mik Muller the committee unanimously voted to make raises retroactive to Jan, 2001 (rate tba).

Staff Report – no written report was distributed.  Staff members are prepping for very a busy May with Valley Idol competition, town meeting, a live GMRSD forum from the Town Hall.  Meetings have been happening at the high school to get some sports on the air as well as student content from videography class.  PSAs continue to increase in frequency.  There was a question about fluctuating volume – appears to have been resolved.
38 Avenue A – on a motion by Mike L and second by Mik M, the committee unanimously approved motion to pursue investigation of obtaining the 38 Avenue A site or other suitable location (perhaps purchased off town’s unpaid tax buildings).  A subcommittee will need to work with MEDIC to follow through with planning/contracts etc.
CAC/Comcast Contract – Eileen Down will be submitting article on behalf of the CAC to appropriate funds for legal or other advice during the framing of the next contract.
Soapbox Derby Update – Mik reported growing interest in the event.  The organizing committee will start meeting again after the Renaissance Fair. 

Block Party – may not happen this year since Riverculture is not organizing.  They are planning the “Turners Falls World Fair” to be hosted at Peskeumskut Park.
